1Peter 2:1-10: Like living stones, let yourselves be built into a spiritual house. 

I am thinking of a vast mosaic containing pictures of Jesus, angels, prophets, 
apostles and great saints across the globe. While the tiny pieces of enameled 

stone are not alive, when cemented into the wall, they comprise a panorama that 
seems almost to vibrate with praise. That's not a bad image of the church. 

Each stone by itself amounts to nothing--it's just a piece of colored rock. But in 

place with millions of others, the stones convey a message; they speak to us. As 
isolated Christians we also amount to little, and considered alone, we may feel

stone is in place and contributing to the whole, playing the part that only it can 
play.
